As you might
know, we have been on furlough to Germany for
6 weeks. It was a time, where we were able to
spend time with friends and family, able to
relax, and to reflect.

We are so thankful for the many friends and
relatives, who were willing to help us in many
different ways. Some gave us their car to use,
others gave us their apartment, food, money and
of course time and prayer. The kids enjoyed the
many playgrounds and cousins and friends.

While  reflecting,
we became aware,
that the first 1%
years in Sri Lanka
have not always
been easy. It takes
much energy as a
family to get used
to another country » e
and culture, especially if it is so different than
ours. But we also can say, that it is a privilege to
get to know another culture and to see, how God
is working here to bring glory for His kingdom.

New Life Literature

We do have some more jobs than just a couple
months ago, and we are very thankful for that. A
whole load of a container with New Testaments
has been shipped for Myanmar. Also many New
Testaments in English, Sinhala, and Tamil were
printed and sent out. The Gospel of Mark has
been printed in about 10 languages and we
began to send them out. We are also preparing
to print Chinese Bibles. The Word of God is being
sent to all ends of this world. There is a big need
and request for Christian literature, but very
often it was prevented, because of lack of
finances. Our goal is not to just get as many jobs
as possible, but to recognize, where God’s Word
is needed the most. What places, languages, or
people groups need more of the Word of God?
How can we play a bigger role in bringing the
Word of God to the end of the world?

Family

Since we are back to Sri Lanka, we begin to
enjoy the water and the sun again. Especially
now, when it is getting colder at your part of the
world. Daniel is working to build up a battery
back-up system. When having a power outage,
some of the lights and outlets will automatically
be switched to battery power, so that we can
use some lights and fans for a couple of hours.

New Goals

We are very happy to be able being part of a
new project. We have the opportunity to support
our local church by partnering with them, to
build up orphanages up North. Since the war is
over, there is a huge need and opportunity to
help, if you consider, that the war went on for
about 26 years. Our short term goal is to
facilitate 50 children, but in the long run, we
would like to see a house, where 150 children
can live, play, learn, and get to know the truth.
Also, it is planned to have a place beside it,
where the older ones are able to learn a trade
and get a job. A building has been rented and
the first 9 children arrived. It is still in the
developing phase, but if you are interested to
help, you can ask us for more information.
Finances can be send to ACCI (Canada or
America) with the note “Sri Lanka Children’s
Home”.

We are glad, that God is opening up doors,
because we believe that by investing in the
children, the country can be blessed. The
involvement with the new projects will not
interfere with our work with the printshop.

You can pray for:

- Stability at New Life Literature, even though
we have some jobs, we can use much more.

- Changes will be made in the printshop regarding
some rules and regulations and it can bring up
confrontations. Pray for wisdom in that matter.

- That God will guide and direct us with the new
projects.
